Boys wishing to be considered for choristerships 

at Worcester are given an assessment of their 

musical and educational potential at formal tests 

held annually, or as required. Boys are usually 

aged between 7 and 9 at time of entry to the choir.

At 

that stage, Music Scholarships are available (by 

competition) and there are also some bursaries 

available in cases of financial need.  At audition 

we are looking for intelligent boys with a bright spark and an 

aptitude for music which we will foster. 

The Choir operates during school term-time, plus 

essential appearances at times such as Christmas 

and Easter and at the annual Three Choirs 

Festival. There are also concerts, recordings and 

broadcasts and overseas tours.
